As part of our mulitmodal approach to pain management, we added the latest technology for joint and soft tissue problems, the Companion Therapy Laser. This laser reduces swelling in joints and soft tissue, and activates cells that promote joint health. The result can be a reduction of pain and improvement of overall flexibility. Treatments, on average, last 3-6 minutes per site and require no anesthesia. Your pet will be very comfortable as this laser produces only slight warmth in the inflamed tissue. Laser therapy for chronic conditions typically consists of 6 initial treatments in order to see a 50% improvement in mobility and pain reduction. Booster treatments may be necessary every 4-12 weeks afterwards to maintain these positive results. 


If your pet is currently on a drug to reduce swelling and/or pain, we wanted you to know of this therapy. It is possible that the laser treatments will allow us to reduce the dose or frequency of these chronic pain medications.
